It was a
two-storey wooden house in the Neo-Classical style.
Later, Department of Vocational Education bought this
house from Mom Mian Abhakara Na Ayutthaya and now
itis under the responsibility of the Faculty of Liberal Arts,
Rajamangala University of Technology Phra Nakhon and
Archaeological Site Group, Office of Archaeology, Fine
Arts Department.

To follow His Majesty the King’s Initiative, the
Faculty of Liberal Arts, Rajamangala University of
Technology Phra Nakhon has continually renovated Ruen
Moh Phon for six months. Remove the old roof, clean
some and repair the roof structure by strengthening the
roof joists and the king posts. Rustproof stainless sheets
were used to cover over the roof and they were placed
between all the rafters to prevent the leakage. For the
decayed teakwood floor of the house, some were
removed and replaced with new ones. Steel beams and
wooden beams were increased to strengthen the floor.

Some beams and joists were needed to be removed
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since damage from long
term use and couldn’t resist
the weight of the house.
Ruen Moh Phon
becomes lively after the
color has been scraped off
for three times to reveal the
original color. At present, the
Faculty of Liberal Arts has
improved the landscape
around Ruen Moh Phon
beautifully and magnificently
and it could be a recreation
place for students. There is also a permanent exhibition
about Ruen Moh Phon which shows Prince of Jumborn'’s
biography and things he used such as his navy uniform,
hats, epaulettes, iron box containers, Chinese tripods,
drug pumps, drug grinding machines, and pictures of
the renovation to remind people about the past.
Moreover, fire alarm system was installed inside
Ruen Moh Phon for security reasons. Ruen Mor Phon is
regarded as an archaeological site respected by the
Bangkok Commercial College’s people since this holy
place has produced a lot of quality human resources and
has been used for earning a living. We, not only the
Faculty of Liberal Arts but also Nang Leng Community,
are together proud to preserve Ruen Moh Phon following
this important initiative of His Majesty the King so that it

will exist in Nang Lerng district for so long....®
